Program Information: Please note attached checklist for team/player/coach/school information needed 
for the program.  This and any additional information, such as copies of business or parent 
advertisements, will need to be sent camera ready for the company printing the program. Ads not in this 
format will not be used, due to added expense. The SBC will allow each team 3-program pages (front and 
back) for the publication of all information. We ask that pictures of coaches and players be composite 
pictures.   If your teams pictures are digital please send a cd or disk containing the photos.  Any money 
your team raises, by the selling of program ads, is yours to help support your baseball program.
